Update on Home School Link Workers (HSLWs) in the C onfederation
Good news!

Home school Link Workers are now working in every Confederation school,  with the appointment of Rachel Jones in 
October.  Rachel works with Broadwater School, Busbridge Junior and Busbridge Infant Schools and St Mary’s Infant 
School, Shackleford. 

Rachel and the other HSLWs have a very broad span of work. They can help with issues from for 
example bereavement in the family, health issues, behaviour issues, poor attendance and putting 
parents in touch with the right services such as housing, employment and the Citizens Advice 
Bureau, when they are unsure. They also make home visits where appropriate. If you have worked 
with an HSLW , you will know how valuable they are and we are all wondering how we managed 
without them! 

Rachel’s appointment means that there are now 7 HSLWs working across the 16 confederation schools and now 3 
Children’s Centres:  Dani Cole and Debbie Loveland at Loseley Fields,  Sue Hannah at St Edmunds,  Lea Newbery
at Rodborough, Sarah Dutton at Green Oak, Moss Lane, Milford and Witley, Karen Sutton at Broadwater (Year 7), St 
James Elstead, Godalming Junior, Farncombe Infants and Rachel Jones at Broadwater, Busbridge Junior, Busbridge 
Infants and St Mary’s Infants, Shackleford.  Dani Cole is our Lead HSLW and all are funded or partially funded by the 
Confederation.

HSLWs work closely with SENCOs, Children’s Centre workers and many local agencies such as CAMHS and the 
PCT, to provide a properly joined up service for all our families. If you would like  to talk to your HSLW, please talk to 
your school office.

Children’s Centre Provision
For details of Children’s Centre provision at Loseley Fields, The Wharf and St James, Elstead, have a look 
on the Confederation website www.godalmingconfederation.org.uk or call the Centres directly:

Loseley Fields Children’s Centre offers childcare from 8am – 6pm, Monday-Friday, 50 weeks of the year 
plus a programme of early years centered services that will offer help and practical advice to families with 
young children in Binscombe, Farncombe, Shalford and Godalming. These include Play & Learn sessions, 
One year health checks, Ante-natal and post-natal groups, Well baby clinics, Baby massage classes, 
Positive parenting courses, Outreach/home link worker who can visit parents with advice on the care & 
education of your child, Child nutrition courses, a Support network for child minders, a toy library, behaviour 
management courses from twos to teens, links to Jobcentre Plus and Next Steps and bringing together 
local health visitors, paediatric specialists, speech & language development officers, school and CAHMS 
nurses and local community and voluntary groups. 
The aim is to offer a service that can equip families to ensure their children are receiving the very best of 
local health and childcare services.

The Wharf Children’s Centre offers childcare from 8am to 6pm for children on roll and will offer holiday 
activities.  Services include Play and Learn sessions for 0-5s, twins and Multiples Sessions for 0-5s. The 
Wharf nursery and Children’s Centre also offer and outreach service for families with children with special 
needs, a speech and language therapist, Parenting Puzzle courses, toy library.  Call The Wharf on 01483
